The
retention of vegetation and preservation of habitat and ecosystems is a policy | do support
within reason. But the current moratorium on clearing and the proposed new land clearing
legislation, has more to do with satisfying political promises than it does with sound
environmental policy.

The problem is that we as landholders are the pawns in this political game, and yet again we will pay a high price for
a few green votes that were secured on the basis of a promise to lock up large tracts of Queensland in the event that
Labor won the election. As we know, Anna Bligh romped it in and she now knows it is time to ‘pay the piper’.
